1. Gearcase mounting screws must be removed and the gearcase separated from the motor housing about 1/4" before the handle/motor
housing halves can be separated for motor or brush service. The gearcase can be removed while leaving the armature in position.

2. To remove striker from spindle, place a pin (5/16" diameter by 4" long) in the bit end of the spindle and press out the parts. The locking
ring, washer and o-ring will be destroyed and must be replaced.

3. Replace items (102, 115 and 116) if worn or missing.
4. Lubricate all mechanical parts per greasing instructions and illustration.
5. Grease all O-ring grooves before assembling O-ring into them.

6. When reassembling the wobble shaft a clearance of .001 to .003 inch must be maintained between the drive gear and the inner race of the
wobble plate. The ground side of the gear must face the wobble plate.

7. Grease O-ring (245) on shift lever (244) before assembling into gear case.

Type "P" Grease (Cat. No. 49-08-4250)

1. Grease assembled wobble shaft with 3/8 oz. of grease.

2. Grease spindle thrust bearing and washers with 1/8 oz. of grease.

3. Place 1/4 oz. of grease in the diaphragm at the wobble shaft needle bearing.
4. Place 1/4 oz. of grease in the gear case at the wobbie shaft ball bearing.

5. Grease clutch, clutch springs and spindle gear with 1/4 oz. of grease.

NOTE: Total amount used; 1 1/4 oz. (7/8 of a complete tube)

Type "Q" Grease (Cat. No. 49-08-4255)
1. Coat the spindle inside and out and all parts assembled into the spindle with approximately 1/8 oz. of grease.
2. Coat the piston inside and out and the ram using approximately 1/8 oz. of grease.
